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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM
Before the Commission for consideration is the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Larry Gesoff (ALJ) regarding the inability to pay Complaint of Shirley Boggs (Complainant) against PECO Energy Company (PECO).  The Complainant resides at 3619 Percy Street, Philadelphia.
The Complainant does not contest the amount she owes.
  She has paid $300 since the Bureau of Consumer Services (BCS) Decision.
  A review of the BCS database reveals that two adults are residing in the household but only one income is being reported.  Such practice is not consistent with BCS guidelines or Commission practice.  Any adult who is 18 years or older must report their income for calculating the appropriate payment arrangement.  Therefore, the matter must be remanded so that a payment arrangement can be established that considers all household income.
The pending Complaint reveals that the Complainant is the owner of the property and receiving electric service from PECO.  The BCS database indicates that Rifqa McCray, not the Complainant, is the active gas customer for the Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW) at 3619 Percy Street.
  The Complainant had been the customer of PGW but service was terminated.  The Complainant had service restored under the name of Ms. McCray in May 2003.  This situation appears to be what is commonly referred to as the “name game.”  However, since that issue is not presently before the Commission, it is not appropriate to speculate or to address the issue in this proceeding.

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:
1. The matter is remanded to the Office of Administrative Law Judge for further hearings so that all household income can be determined in establishing the appropriate payment arrangement.

2. An interim order be issued reminding the Complainant that she must remain current with her electric bill during the pending Complaint or risk suspension and/or termination of her electric service.


3. A copy of the entered order be served on the Philadelphia Gas Works.

4. The Office of Special Assistants shall expeditiously prepare an Opinion and Order consistent with this Motion.
