On May 24, 2004, US LEC of Pennsylvania Inc. (“Company”) filed Supplement No. 10 to Local Tariff-Telephone Pa. P.U.C. No. 1, to become effective June 1, 2004.  This filing proposes to introduce additional bundling offering for T1 customers, Caller ID with name, adds call completion service for Directory Assistance and a 911 database Management, increase service order and restoration of service charge, and removes long distance usage allowance for Advantage Power T offering.
 On June 29, 2004, the Company also filed substitute sheets to make certain corrections. 


Commission Staff has reviewed the filing, and suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa Code §53.59, the above referenced docketed filing has been permitted to become effective June 1, 2004, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark this case closed.  This, however, does not constitute a determination that the tariff is just, lawful and reasonable, but only that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time, and is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against this tariff revision.
