ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


On December 31, 2003, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a Complaint against Metro Moving and Storage, Inc., respondent, alleging respondent abandoned or discontinued service without having submitted a letter to this Commission containing a statement that the service is no longer being rendered, a violation of the Pennsylvania Code at 52 Pa Code §3.381(a)(5).


The Bureau of Transportation and Safety notified the Respondent that it must file an Answer to the Complaint in accordance with 52 Pa. Code §5.61, within twenty days of the date of service.  The Notice further specified that, if respondent failed to answer the Complaint within twenty days, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety would request the Commission to issue an order cancelling respondent’s Certificate of Public Convenience.

The Complaint was served on respondent on January 12, 2004.  By Commission Order entered May 4, 2004, the Certificate of Public Convenience issued to Metro Moving & Storage, Inc., at A-00113363 was cancelled for failure to file an answer to the complaint.  Newly discovered evidence indicates that an answer was filed with the Secretary of the Commission prior to cancellation of the certificate.  The complaint and answer were referred to the Law Bureau for a decision on July 8, 2004.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:



That the Commission Order entered May 4, 2004 which cancelled respondent’s Certificate of Public Convenience at A-00113363, is hereby rescinded.
