In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Charles E. Rainey, Jr. dated October 1, 2004, has become final without further Commission action; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the Complaint of Betsy Rivera v. PECO Energy Company at Docket Number F-01081147 is dismissed.

2.
That Complainant shall continue to comply with the Bureau of Consumer Services decision dated April 10, 2003, that requires her to pay Respondent her current budget bills plus $15.00 each month and continue making such monthly payments until her arrearage is liquidated. 

3.
That as long as Complainant keeps the payment schedule stated in this order, Respondent is enjoined from suspending or terminating Complainant’s utility service except for valid safety or emergency reasons.  

4.
That as long as Complainant keeps the payment schedule stated in this order, Respondent shall not assess late payment or finance charges against Complainant. 

5.
That if Complainant fails to keep the payment schedule stated in this order, Respondent is authorized to suspend or terminate Complainant’s utility service in accordance with the Commission’s regulations in Chapter 56 of Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code.
