F I N A L    O R D E R



In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Fred R. Nene dated October 4, 2004, has become final without further Commission action; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the complaint of Juel McCalvin v. PECO Energy Company at Docket No. Z-01443074 is dismissed for failure to meet the burden of proof.

2. That PECO Energy Company shall issue a bill, within fifteen (15) days of the date of the Commission’s final Order, to Juel McCalvin which represents the missed consumption payment resulting from non-compliance with the BCS decision of February 18, 2004.

3. That the bill issued in accordance with Ordering Paragraph No. 2 will be due and payable by Juel McCalvin within thirty (30) days of issuance.

4. That, thereafter, Juel McCalvin shall pay to PECO Energy Company her monthly budget bills, plus $15.00 per month, each month, until the arrearage on her account is satisfied.

5. That, as long as Juel McCalvin adheres to the payment terms of this Order, PECO Energy Company shall not suspend or terminate her electric and gas utility service except for valid safety or emergency reasons or assess any late payment or finance charge against her account.

6. That, if Juel McCalvin does not adhere to the payment terms of this Order, PECO Energy Company is authorized to suspend or terminate her electric and gas utility service in accordance with the Commission’s regulations in Chapter 56 of Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code.
