On November 5, 2004, Commonwealth Telephone Company filed Supplement No. 85 to Local Service Tariff Telephone Pa. P.U.C. No. 23 to become effective November 8, 2004.  This filing proposes to introduce conditioned intra-exchange and inter-exchange leased line service.
