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MOTION OF COMMISSIONER KIM PIZZINGRILLI


Before the Commission for consideration is the Initial Decision of Special Agent Amanda N. Rumsey (Special Agent), regarding the inability to pay complaint of Letitia A. Jackson (Complainant) against the PECO Energy Company.  While I concur with the Special Agent’s determination to grant PECO’s Motion to Dismiss the complaint, the Special Agent erred in calculating the catch-up amount to be paid consistent with our ruling in Claypool v T. W. Phillips
, for the missed payments under the Bureau of Consumer Services Decision.
  The catch-up payment ordered by the Special Agent included missed payments under the BCS payment arrangement which is inconsistent with the Commission's decision in Charles Stammel v PG Energy, Docket No. C-20027994, entered May 21, 2003, which limited the Claypool catch-up amount to the consumption portion of the payment arrangement.

 

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

 

1. The Initial Decision of the Special Agent be modified to reflect that the Claypool catch-up amount is limited to the consumption portion of the payment arrangement.

2. The Office of Special Assistants shall prepare the appropriate Order consistent with this Motion.
