F I N A L    O R D E R



In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Robert P. Meehan dated October 25, 2004, has become final without further Commission action; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the complaint of Mary Wittig against The Peoples Natural Gas Company at Docket No. C-20042768 is dismissed with prejudice, for the failure to prosecute the complaint.
2.
Within 15 days of the date on which the Commission’s Order in this case is entered, The Peoples Natural Gas Company shall tender to Mary Wittig a bill, in the total net amount due for her to become current with the March 5, 2004 determination of the Bureau of Consumer Services, at BCS Case No. 1597731, as of the date of entry of the Commission’s Order.

3.
Within 30 days of the date on which the bill, calculated in accordance with Ordering Paragraph 2 above is issued, Mary Wittig shall pay to The Peoples Natural Gas Company the total amount of the bill.

4.
In addition, and beginning with the first gas bill received after the date on which the Commission’s Order in this case is entered, Mary Wittig shall pay to The Peoples Natural Gas Company the regular monthly budget amount for current service, plus an additional $50.00 per month toward the arrearage on the account by the due date of each month’s gas bill, and to continue to pay the monthly bills in this manner until the arrearage is paid in full.

5.
As long as Mary Wittig complies with all of the payment terms of this Order, The Peoples Natural Gas Company shall not impose any late payment charges or penalties, and shall not interrupt her gas service, except for valid emergency or safety reasons.

6.
If Mary Wittig does not comply with all of the payment terms of this Order,  The Peoples Natural Gas Company is authorized to terminate her gas service, upon compliance with the applicable provisions of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq., and the regulations of the Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§56.1, et seq.
