In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Allison K. Turner dated November 9, 2004, has become final without further Commission action; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
The complaint of Vincent Gowans v. Philadelphia Gas Works, docketed at C-20030704 is hereby dismissed, and the file shall be marked closed.

2.
The Bureau of Consumer Services decision at S. T. 1375544 is hereby affirmed.

3.
In order to receive service at 670 N. Yewdall Street, Vincent Gowans must within 60 days after the date of the final order in this case, pay to PGW $1,100.00.

4.
After service is connected, Gowans shall pay monthly to PGW all his current bills, plus $15.00 per month towards the arrears.  Payments are to begin with the first bill after service is initiated.

5.
Gowans must make all payments by the due date of each month’s bill and continue making the payments until he has paid the account in full.

6.
PGW will not charge late payment fees to Gowans’ account as long as he pays according to this decision.  However, PGW may apply late payment fees if Gowans does not pay on time or does not keep this agreement.
