HISTORY OF THE PROCEEDING


The complaint of Grand View Golf Course, filed April 4, 2004, asserted that a subcontracting salesperson for Respondent AT&T convinced its manager to change its telephone service from Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. to AT&T.  The Complaint then asserts that the change resulted in a financial loss.  Respondent AT&T filed a timely answer and a motion to dismiss.


The initial hearing was held as scheduled in Pittsburgh on Tuesday, October 12, 2004.  Both the Complainant and Respondent were represented by counsel.  Prior to the hearing the parties entered into a settlement agreement.  The agreement was set forth on the record.  The record consists of a nine-page transcript of the discussion of the parties regarding their settlement, and one AT&T Exhibit.  This initial decision approves the settlement as being in the public interest and closes the case.  No briefs were filed.
DISCUSSION


The dispute between the parties centered on the amount owed to AT&T after Complainant switched service providers.  The settlement provides for a partial payment, actually a waiver by AT&T, of a portion of the amount in dispute, and forbearance by AT&T regarding the balance in dispute.  As part of the settlement, AT&T reserves the right to require the Complainant to pay the balance remaining in full if Complainant should seek to have AT&T become its service provider in the future.  Tr. 5-7; AT&T Exhibit 1.



The parties have reached an amicable agreement on a dispute that potentially could have been complicated and taken considerable time to resolve.  I conclude that it is in the public interest to approve the settlement.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW


1.
The parties to and subject matter of this complaint proceeding are within the jurisdiction of this Commission.



2.
The settlement reached by the parties is in the public interest.

ORDER


THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:


1.
 That the settlement reached between the parties is adopted and approved.

That the matter captioned Grand View Golf Club c/o Rege Ford v. AT&T Communications of PA, LLC, at Docket C-20042814 is terminated and the record marked closed.
