On January 10, 2005, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL Electric) filed Supplement No. 43 to PPL Electric’s Tariff-Electric Pa. P.U.C. No. 201 to become effective January 1, 2005.  Supplement No. 43 was filed in response to the Exceptions to PPL Electric’s Compliance Filing, filed by the Office of Small Business Advocate and the PP&L Industrial Customer Alliance.  This Supplement revises Rate Schedules GS-1, GS-3 and LP-5.  

Commission staff has reviewed the filing and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, Supplement No. 43 to Tariff-Electric Pa. P.U.C. No. 201 has been permitted to become effective January 1, 2005, by operation of law.  This, however, does not constitute a determination that the tariff is just, lawful and reasonable, but only that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time, and is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against this tariff revision.
