Results of Request for Proposals Process, including Proposed Refreshed Retail Rates for Provider of Last Resort Service for Large C&I Customers
Dear Mr. Eichenmiller:


On January 21, 2005, Duquesne Light Company (“Duquesne”) filed Supplement No. 25 to Electric – Pa. P.U.C. No. 23.  The filing contains the results of its Request for Proposals (“RFP”) process, including the proposed refreshed retail rates for provider of last resort service for Large C&I Customers electing to begin receiving fixed-price service after January 31, 2005, at Docket No. R‑00050241.

This filing is submitted pursuant to the RFP process and schedule approved by the Commission in its First Order on Compliance (“Order”), entered October 1, 2004, at Docket No. P-00032071, which approved Duquesne’s Provider of Last Resort Compliance Filing for large commercial and industrial customers, as modified by the Order.  The Order approved a process which allows for a change to existing rates on less than 60 days notice, which is permitted by Section 1308(a) of the Public Utility Code 66 Pa. C.S. §1308(a).

Section 1308(a) of the Public Utility Code 66 Pa. C.S. §1308(a) states that “…no public utility shall make any change in any existing and duly established rate, except after 60 days notice to the commission.”  However, it further states that the “Commission, for good cause shown, may allow changes in rates, without requiring the 60 days notice, under such conditions as it may prescribe.”


Duquesne requests that the Commission issue an order or secretarial letter by 11:59 p.m. January 26, 2005 that concludes that the refreshed RFP was conducted in accordance with the approved RFP Guidelines, approves the resulting refreshed retail rates and permits the rates to become effective February 1, 2005 on less than the 60-days notice requirement of Section 1308(a) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1308(a).


Further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time and the refreshed RFP appears to have been conducted in accordance with the revised RFP Guidelines.

Therefore, we approve the proposed Supplement No. 25 and permit it to become effective February 1, 2005 on less than the 60-days notice requirement of Section 1308(a) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1308(a).

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §5.44, file a petition with the Commission within 10 days of the date of this letter.
