TO ALL PARTIES:

On January 19, 2005, Frontier Communications of Breezewood, LLC, Frontier Communications of Canton, LLC, Frontier Communications of Pennsylvania, LLC, Frontier Communications of Lakewood, LLC, and Frontier Communications of Oswayo River, LLC (“the Frontier Companies”) filed an Amended Final Alternative Plan for approval by the Commission under Act 183 of 2004, 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 3011-3019.

The Frontier Companies are incumbent local exchange carriers (“ILECs”) classified as “rural telecommunications carriers” under section 3 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, 47 U.S.C. § 153, and the Frontier Companies’ entire service territory was previously designated as “rural” by the Commission for purposes of the Frontier Companies’ network modernization plan.  The Amended Plan submitted by the Frontier Companies elects “Option 1,” available only to rural ILECs, which allows the Frontier Companies to accelerate broadband availability to 100% of its customers by year-end 2008.  66 Pa. C.S. § 3014(b)(1).  The Frontier Companies submit that the Amended Plan is compliant with the requirements of Act 183.


The Commission will treat the Frontier Companies’ submittal as a compliance filing with no evidentiary hearing expected or necessary unless an interested party raises a factual issue that shows the filing is not in compliance with Act 183.  In light of the 100-day approval process contemplated in section 3014(e) of Act 183, comments by interested parties are due on or before Monday, February 21, 2005, and are restricted to issues relating to whether the filing is in compliance with the new statute.  The Frontier Companies’ responses to any filed comments will be due on or before Thursday, March 3, 2005.  Any comments and the Frontier Companies’ response should reference specific applicable statutory sections.  Comments to the Amended Plan and the Frontier Companies’ responses thereto must be received by the Commission and participants, in hand, by the due date.  The Amended Plan shall be posted on each of the Frontier Companies’ websites within three business days.
