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OPINION AND ORDER 



Before the Commission for consideration is the Petition for Reconsideration, Clarification and/or Modification of Commission Order entered January 18, 2005 (Petition), filed on January 31, 2005, by ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. (ALLTEL).  By its Petition, ALLTEL requests that we grant reconsideration of certain determinations made in the above-captioned complaint proceeding of ALLTEL against Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. (Verizon PA) and Cellco Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless (Verizon Wireless).  On February 3, 2005, Verizon Wireless filed a Letter requesting that the Commission delay considering the Petition until it has had an opportunity to respond.
Discussion


ALLTEL submits that several determinations in the January 18, 2005 Opinion and Order (Complaint Order  hereafter) justify reconsideration, consistent with the well-established standards of Duick v. Pa. Gas and Water Co., 56 PA PUC 553 (1982) (Duick).



ALLTEL requests that the Commission reconsider its determination on the types of intercarrier compensation that should apply for two specific time periods (i.e., for the period from March 17, 2003 to June 23, 2003, and from March 23, 2002 to March 17, 2003).  In this regard, ALLTEL alleges that the Commission made an inconsistent finding with a prior determination in the Complaint Order and misinterpreted a paragraph in one of the interconnection agreements that was under review in the proceeding.


On consideration of the ALLTEL Petition, we shall grant reconsideration, pending review of and consideration on the merits.  In light of the complexity of the proceeding and the need to consider any forthcoming Reply from Verizon PA and Verizon Wireless, we shall grant reconsideration without prejudice to or any suggestion that any of the matters raised by ALLTEL are meritorious under the standards of  Duick; THEREFORE, 



IT IS ORDERED:
That the Petition for Reconsideration, Clarification and/or Modification of Commission Order entered January 18, 2005, filed on January 31, 2005, by ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. is granted, pending review of an consideration on the merits, consistent with this Opinion and Order.
