HISTORY OF THE PROCEEDING


On May 19, 2004, Mary Lisa Gara (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission against PECO Energy Company (Respondent) alleging an inability to pay.  This case is an appeal from a prior Commission Bureau of Consumer Services (BCS) Decision.  On June 29, 2004, Respondent filed an Answer denying the material allegations in the Complaint.


A Telephone Hearing Notice, dated October 28, 2004, notified the parties that an Initial Telephone Hearing was scheduled for Wednesday, February 16, 2005 at 10:00 a.m.  The case was assigned to me pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §56.174.  

I issued a Prehearing Order on December 6, 2004, advising the parties of applicable procedural rules and reminding them of their responsibility to notify me of any change in the telephone number where they could be contacted for the hearing.

In accordance with the provisions of the Prehearing Order, by cover letter dated February 9, 2005, Respondent submitted three copies of two (2) proposed exhibits for possible use at the Initial Telephone Hearing.  


The hearing convened as scheduled.  Complainant appeared pro se and Respondent was represented by Lisa Lutz, Esquire.  The Complainant stated, on the record, that she did not want to go forward with the hearing and wanted to withdraw her Complaint.  This request will be granted in the Ordering Paragraphs below.
