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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM
Before the Commission are the Exceptions
of the County of Erie, PA (County) regarding the Decision which dismissed its Complaint against Verizon North, Inc. (VZN) for failure to prosecute.  While I agree with Staff’s recommendation in that the Commission has jurisdiction to address the issue of whether VZN properly billed the County’s 911 fee and remitted the appropriate funds to the County, I do not support an immediate remand.  Because the County had previously indicated it would not pursue the Complaint, I move that the County be permitted 10 days from entry of the order to notify the Commission's Secretary whether it seeks to go forward with the Complaint.  Permitting the County the opportunity to inform us of its intent will ensure that the resources of this Commission as well as the parties, are used in the most efficient manner.
THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The County of Erie, PA shall be given 10 days to notify the Commission of its intention to pursue its Complaint against Verizon North, Inc.
2. The Office of Special Assistants shall prepare an Opinion and Order consistent with this Motion.
