On November 11, 2004, US LEC of Pennsylvania, Inc. filed Supplement No. 11 to Tariff Telephone Pa. P.U.C. No. 1 to become effective November 15, 2004.  This filing proposes to introduce two additional bundled offerings for ADVANTAGE Power T services and to introduce Dynamic T service.
