In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Michael A. Nemec dated November 19, 2004, has become final without further Commission action; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the complaint of Delores Alston against the PECO Energy Company, docketed at Z-01520613, is dismissed for failure to carry the burden of proof.

2.
That, Delores Alston shall pay to PECO Energy Company her monthly CAP budget bills, plus fifteen dollars ($15.00) per month toward the arrearage, each month when due.

3.
That, as long as Delores Alston maintains the payment schedule stated in this order, PECO Energy Company shall not suspend or terminate her utility service except for valid safety or emergency reasons, or assess late payment or finance charges against her account.  

4.
That, if Delores Alston does not keep the payment schedule stated in this Opinion and Order, PECO Energy Company is authorized to suspend or to terminate her utility service in accordance with the Commission’s regulations in Chapter 56 of Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code.

5.
That PECO shall exercise diligence in providing Complainant Delores Alston with assistance and information for applying for all available assistance in meeting her payment obligation to PECO.
