By Final Order entered January 20, 2005, the Commission approved the Settlement Agreement between Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc. (Verizon PA) and William Botti, et al, and Verizon North, Inc. (Verizon North) and St. Clair Township, which, inter alia, directed Verizon North to conduct a customer poll of its Seward exchange with regard to one-way extended area service from Seward to the Verizon PA New Florence exchange.


The results of the balloting indicate that 58.88 percent of the Seward exchange customers voted in the customer poll.  A summary of the balloting follows:

The results of the balloting indicate that more than 50 percent of customers in the Seward exchange voted in the customer poll, and more than 50 percent of voting customers voted in favor of EAS from Seward to New Florence.  Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa. Code Sections 63.75(3) and 63.75(4), Verizon North is hereby advised that the customer poll has resulted in a positive response and one-way EAS from Seward to New Florence shall be implemented within four months of this notification.


Verizon North shall file within sixty (60) days of this letter, a tariff supplement with the attendant rate increase, upon at least one day’s notice, to add the New Florence exchange to the local calling area of the Seward exchange.  If an Optional Calling Plan currently exists on the Seward to New Florence toll route, Verizon North shall file, or cause to be filed, a tariff supplement, to become effective upon at least one day’s notice, which removes the Seward to New Florence toll route as available routes under its Optional Calling Plan.
