O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed December 7, 2004.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of March 12, 2005 with protests due by April 4, 2005.  No protests were filed and no hearings were held. The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing. 

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



Lasting Impressions Deejay and Limousine Service, Inc. (applicant) seeks the initial right to provide limousine service.  Ronald R. Brooks serves as President and Kimberly S. Klein as Vice-President.  Each owns 500 shares of the stock in the corporation.  Applicant has been operating the limousine service in the State of Maryland since 1995.  Prior to that, Mr. Brooks drove limousine for Fantasy Limousine Service, in Maryland, for six years.  Applicant also has been operating a deejay business in Maryland since 1995.


The main place of business is located at 1895 Old Taneytown Road, Westminster, MD 21158.  The home office is equipped with a computer, facsimile machine and three separate phone lines, including a toll-free number line and a facsimile machine number line.  Applicant currently uses five 2001 Lincoln Towncars, a 1947 Princess Rolls Royce and a 1954 R Type Bentley for its Maryland limousine service.  Each vehicle is equipped with a Nextel cellular phone to communicate with the drivers. 



 Mr. Brooks and Ms. Klein serve as two full-time employees.  Applicant also has two part-time employees to maintain the condition of the vehicles and one part-time office assistant.  All drivers are veteran drivers, currently driving for applicant under its Maryland operations, as well as other limousine companies, and are hired on an hourly, as-needed basis.  Drivers are subjected to fingerprinting and a criminal background check.  Maryland Public Service Commission issues all drivers a Passenger-For-Hire license after a personal interview. Applicant will adhere to the safety program imposed by PennDOT.  All vehicles are equipped with fire extinguishers and roadside reflective warning devices. Vehicles are inspected once a year by Maryland Public Service Commission.     


The applicant’s balance sheet dated October 31, 2004 shows current assets of $7,343 total assets of $139,172 total liabilities of $157,954 for total owners equity ($18,782).  The profit and loss statement January 1 through October 31, 2004 shows revenues of $473,461 and a net income of $76,685.


Act 94 of 2004 transferred regulatory oversight of Philadelphia Medallion taxicabs and various other types of passenger carriers serving Philadelphia, from this Commission to the Philadelphia Parking Authority.   Act 94 was effective on April 10, 2005.  The applicant has applied for authority, part of which now falls under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.  The Commission does not have jurisdiction to approve that part of the applicant’s requested authority that includes service now regulated by the Philadelphia Parking Authority.   Therefore only the service regulated by the Commission is approved.  The applicant must apply with the Philadelphia Parking Authority to provide service:



1.
From any airport, railroad station or hotel located in whole or in part in Philadelphia.     

After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. Applicant seeks the initial right to provide limousine service and the application is unopposed.

2. Applicant has the necessary equipment and staff to provide the service after the authority is approved.
3. Applicant has the ability and fitness necessary to render the service.

4. The evidence of record is sufficient to establish necessity for the service.

5. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE, 



IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be and is hereby approved granting the following right: 
To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons, in limousine           service, between points in the counties of York, Adams and Franklin, and from points in said counties, to points in Pennsylvania, and return, excluding service that is under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:

1. Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.

2. A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.

3. A description of the vehicles to be used in limousine service.  The description must include the Make, Model, Year, VIN and Mileage of each vehicle.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above determined.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
