THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the settlement negotiated by the parties at Docket No. C-20043025 is hereby approved as being in the public interest.

2.
That the Complaint filed by Kathryn M. Spak against Pennsylvania-American Water Company at Docket No. C‑20043025 is sustained, in part and denied, in part consistent with the negotiated settlement.

3.
That Kathryn M. Spak shall pay $220 to Pennsylvania-American Water Company, on or before March 31, 2005.

4.
That, beginning with the April 2005 billing due date, Kathryn M. Spak shall pay to Pennsylvania-American Water Company, on or before the monthly billing due date, her current bills plus $20 towards her overdue account balance.

That, if Kathryn M. Spak does not make the payments directed above, Pennsylvania-American Water Company is authorized to suspend or terminate her water service in accordance with the Commission's regulations.
