66 Pa C.S. §3018(b)(2) gives IXCs the option to file with the Commission tariffs or price lists that incorporate the rates for their competitive telecommunications services.  Thus, IXCs are no longer required to file with the Commission informational tariffs or price lists for their competitive services.  Accordingly, IXCs can cancel their respective tariffs already filed with the Commission and withdraw any pending tariff supplements.  Alternatively, IXCs can continue to file tariff supplements with the Commission that modify existing competitive service rates or conditions of service; any such filings will become effective on one day’s notice.
