The subject complaint was filed with the Commission on August 16, 2002.  The complaint involved the poor condition of the at-grade railroad crossing where Horseshoe Road (S. R. 1003) crosses a single track of Norfolk Southern Railway Company within Upper Leacock Township, Lancaster County.


A Commission staff engineer conducted a field investigation and conference at the site of the subject crossing on September 24, 2002, to discuss the circumstances involved with the complaint.  At the field conference, Norfolk Southern Railway Company agreed to reconstruct the crossing with its standard surface (rubber rail seal and asphalt).  By electronic mail received on May 10, 2005, Upper Leacock Township notified the Commission that they are satisfied with the work performed by the railroad.  On May 27, 2005, a Commission staff engineer conducted a final inspection at the subject crossing.  The crossing is currently in a safe and satisfactory condition and the work performed by the railroad has satisfied the concerns of Upper Leacock Township’s complaint.


The Commission issues this Secretarial Letter in accordance with Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code and finds that the record in this proceeding should be “CLOSED.”
