OPINION AND ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:  



We adopt as our action the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Ky Van Nguyen (ALJ) issued in this proceeding on March 14, 2005.  The ALJ properly recommended that the Formal Complaint be dismissed. 


Specifically, with the enactment of the Responsible Utility Consumer Protection Act on November 30, 2004, the Commission must now render its decisions consistent with Chapter 14 of the Public Utility Code (Code), 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 1401, et. seq.  Chapter 14 provides strict guidelines that the Commission must follow in handling customer complaints.  Section 1405(d) reads as follows:

Absent a change in income, the commission shall not establish or order a public utility to establish a second payment agreement if the customer has defaulted on a previous payment agreement.  
66 Pa. C.S. 1405 (d).

We find that the Complainant defaulted on the payment terms set forth in the Bureau of Consumer Services’ (BCS) Decision
.  Accordingly, the Commission is barred by Section 1405(d) of the Code from granting a subsequent payment arrangement. Therefore, we will adopt the ALJ’s recommendation to dismiss the Complaint, THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:  



1.
That the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Ky Van Nguyen is adopted as modified by this Opinion and Order.

That the Formal Complaint filed by Ronald W. Royster against PECO Energy Company is hereby dismissed.
