By Commission order entered December 3, 2004 in the above-docketed proceeding, CSX Transportation, Inc. was directed to install grade crossing predictors on its track at the crossing where a track of CSX and two tracks of SEPTA cross at grade Woodbourne Road (SR 2033), in Middletown Township, Bucks County.  The installation of the signal circuitry was completed March 8, 2005.



In accordance with Paragraph 4 of our December 3, 2004 order, on June 10, 2005 a final inspection was held at the site of the crossing with representatives of PennDOT, CSX, SEPTA and Middletown Township in attendance.  All parties agreed that the new circuitry installation has alleviated the traffic problems at the crossing.



Please be advised that the installation of the new grade crossing predictor circuitry is approved.
