OPINION AND ORDER  


Before the Commission for consideration is the Petition of Alex Sterin c/o Camden Cleaning Center for Reconsideration filed on June 8, 2005.  The Petition for Reconsideration is directed to our May 24, 2005, Opinion and Order entered in the above-captioned proceeding.
  As of this writing, we do not have any forthcoming response to the Petition from PECO Energy Company (PECO).

Discussion 


Alex Sterin t/d/b/a/ Camden Cleaning Center operates a laundry service at four locations in Philadelphia, each of which receives electric utility service from PECO.  Based on information received from an individual who was implicated in meter tampering at other of PECO’s accounts, Alex Sterin’s businesses were identified as included in a list of this person’s clients.  Based on this information, representatives of PECO conducted an investigation and found evidence of meter tampering at all four locations. PECO, subsequently, rebilled Alex Sterin for estimated unmetered usage at the four accounts.  Thereafter, Alex Sterin filed a Formal Complaint against PECO objecting to the estimated unmetered usage.


By Initial Decision issued November 16, 2004, presiding Administrative Law Judge Ky Van Nguyen found rebilling appropriate for three of the four accounts in question.  PECO filed Exceptions to the Initial Decision relative to rebilling for the fourth account.  This Commission agreed and granted the Exceptions of PECO and directed rebilling for all four of the account locations in question.



In its Petition for Reconsideration, Alex Sterin lists 22 reasons in support of its request.  On consideration of the Petition, we shall grant reconsideration, pending review of and consideration on the merits.  Reconsideration is granted without prejudice to or any suggestion that any of the matters raised by Petitioner are meritorious under any applicable legal standards or the standards of Duick v. Pa. Gas and Water Co, 56 Pa. P.U.C. 553 (1982); THEREFORE, 



IT IS ORDERED:
That the Petition for Reconsideration filed by Alex Sterin t/d/b/a Camden Cleaners on June 8, 2005, relative to our Opinion and Order entered May 24, 2005, is granted, pending review of and consideration on the merits, consistent with this Opinion and Order.
