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ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:
Before us for review is a Petition by ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. Telephone Company (“ALLTEL” or the “Company”) for its Amended Alternative Regulation and Network Modernization Plan (“Chapter 30 Plan”) filed on March 15,2005, as subsequently amended on June 9, 2005, in accordance with Act 183 of 2004, P.L. 1398 (66 Pa. C.S. §§3011-3019) (“Act 183”).
Introduction
By Orders entered January 20, 2000, and March 30, 2000, this Commission approved ALLTEL’s original Petition for Alternative Regulation and Network Modernization Plan pursuant to the former Chapter 30 of the Public Utility Code (“Code”) 66 Pa. C.S. §§3001-3009.  However, sections 3001–3009 were subject to sunset provisions on December 31, 2003, and expired.  In light of the sunset of the former Chapter 30, this Commission issued a Statement of Policy, Docket No. M-00041786, Order entered January 26, 2004, to clarify the duties and obligations of telecommunications carriers in regards to the final Commission orders issued under the provisions of the previous Chapter 30.  In that Statement of Policy, the Commission determined that the previously approved Chapter 30 plans remained in effect and were fully enforceable in all aspects upon the incumbent local exchange carriers (“ILECs”) after the Chapter 30 sunset date.
Subsequently, on November 19, 2004, the Pennsylvania General Assembly passed Act 183, amending the original Chapter 30 provisions.  The Governor signed the Act into law on November 30, 2004.  Act 183, among other things, provides an ILEC the ability to amend its original Chapter 30 Plan accelerating broadband deployment in its network in return for regulatory relief, including the ability to reduce or eliminate the inflation offset to its Price Stability Mechanism
 used in annually adjusting rates for noncompetitive services.  Act 183 also provides for Commission approval of a suspension of section 251(c)(2), (3), (4), (5), and (6) obligations under the Telecommunications Act of 1996
 (“Telecom Act”), for those carriers with less than 50,000 access lines.  This suspension of obligations expires December 31, 2008.
Act 183 provides three options for an ILEC amending its Chapter 30 Plan depending on whether it is a rural
 or nonrural ILEC.  The first option, for rural ILECs only, requires the company to provide 100% broadband availability in its service territory by December 31, 2008.  By choosing this option, the rural ILEC is not required to offer a Bona Fide Retail Request Program (BFRR) or a Business Attraction or Retention Program (BARP),
 nor will the rural ILEC be assessed for the Broadband Outreach and Aggregation Fund nor the Education Technology Fund.
  The second option, also for rural ILECs only, specifies two choices for accelerating broadband deployment.  The company must offer broadband availability to at least 80% of its distribution network by December 31, 2010, and 100% by December 31, 2013, or, in the alternative, 80% by December 31, 2010, and 100% by December 31, 2015.  A rural ILEC choosing this second option must offer the BFRR and the BARP.  The third option is for a nonrural ILEC only.  Under this option, the nonrural ILEC also has two choices for accelerating broadband deployment:  it can choose to provide 100% broadband availability in its distribution network by either December 31, 2013, or December 31, 2015.
Background on the ALLTEL Amended Network Modernization Plan (“NMP”)
On February 23, 2005, the Company filed a notice
 with the Commission that it was electing to amend its original Chapter 30 Plan in accordance with the new Chapter 30.  The Notice specified that the Company would be choosing Option 2 (§3014(b)(2)), which would commit the Company to accelerate broadband availability to 80% of its customers by December 31, 2010, and 100% by December 31, 2013, and that it would file its amended plan within 60 days of the notice filing date.
The Company subsequently filed its amended Chapter 30 Plan on March 15, 2005.  Concurrent with this filing, the Company served a copy of the amended plan on the Office of Consumer Advocate (“OCA”) and the Office of Small Business Advocate (“OSBA”) and also notified customers of the filing by bill filing.  The Commission issued a Secretarial Letter on March 22, 2005, notifying the OCA and OSBA that the Company had filed an amended Chapter 30 Plan and providing dates for comments and reply comments.  The Secretarial Letter stated that interested parties could file comments on the Amended Plan by April 13, 2005, with the Company reply comments due by April 24, 2005.  The Secretarial Letter also indicated that the Commission would treat the Company’s filing as a compliance filing with no evidentiary hearings expected, unless an interested party raised a factual issue that showed that the filing was not in compliance with Act 183.  The Secretarial Letter also stated, in accordance with Act 183, that there would be a 100-day approval process for these filings.
Comments/Reply Comments

One comment was received in response to the request for comments on the Company’s amended plan from the OSBA.  The OSBA commented that it had not discovered any violation of Act 183 in the ALLTEL amended plan petition.  There were no reply comments by ALLTEL.
Discussion of ALLTEL’s Amended Plan
As indicated above, the Company filed its petition for an amended plan on March 15, 2005.  In its petition, the Company included a cover letter that delineated the broadband availability option that it was choosing, a statement that it is a rural telecommunications carrier, a brief description of its service territory, and a list of the parties served with the petition.  The petition also included a list of cross-referenced changes indicating its compliance with specific Act 183 provisions, a “red-lined” version, and a final version of its Amended Plan.
In its Amended Plan, the Company selected “Option 2,” committing it to accelerating broadband availability to 80% of its customers by 2010 and 100% of its customers by December 31, 2013, thereby allowing it to reduce the inflation offset of its Price Stability Mechanism (PSM) to zero (0).
  The PSM is a formula which is included in the Company’s original Commission-approved Alternative Regulation and Network Modernization Plan, permitting its rates for noncompetitive services to be adjusted upward or downward.  The inflation offset of the PSM reduces the amount that the Company can raise or lower its rates on an annual basis.  The Company will report annually on the rate effect of the modified PSM in accordance with its original alternative regulation plan.
The Company in its section on reporting lists the section 3015(e) designated reports, audit requirements and procedural process for information exchange between the Commission and the Company.  We note that the form and detail of these reporting requirements is being addressed at Docket No. M-00041857.  Findings and conclusions surrounding the detail of these reporting requirements will be directed based upon that record.

Further, consistent with the Act 183 statutory options, the Company elected to extend the time required to make broadband available to a customer from within five business days to within ten business days of a customer request.

By electing to amend its Chapter 30 Plan, the Company must adhere to a number of other obligations or conditions, which it expressly recognized in its amended Chapter 30 Plan filing.  The Company committed to 100% broadband availability for public schools, industrial parks, and health care facilities by December 31, 2005, or by December 31, 2006 for any of the Company’s exchanges with less than 4,000 access lines.
  The Company also committed to provide technical assistance to political subdivisions.

The Company further agreed to provide a discount of 30% or more on its tariffed distance sensitive per-mile rate element and waive the nonrecurring charges for intrastate broadband services to schools that commit to a 3-year contract.  In addition, the Company will assist schools in applying for E-Rate funding under 47 CFR §54.505 (relating to discounts).
  The Company included a statement acknowledging that if it does not meet its interim and final broadband availability commitment, the Commission shall require the Company to make a refund to its customers in its next price stability filing.

As indicated above, by selecting Option 2 for accelerating broadband availability, ALLTEL commits to implement a Bona Fide Retail Request Program and a Business Attraction and Retention Program.  ALLTEL will implement the Bona Fide Retail Request program in accordance with Act 183 no later than 90 days after the effective date of this supplement to its NMP.  No later than 30 days in advance of program implementation, ALLTEL will file with the Commission and provide to the Department of Community and Economic Development (“DCED”) a written description of the program and samples of the forms to be used in the program.
ALLTEL will establish a Business Attraction or Retention Program as required by Act 183.  No later than 90 days after the effective date of this supplement to the NMP, ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. will designate a single point of contact to receive all written advanced or broadband service requests forwarded by the DCED, provide associated contact information to the DCED, and provide the DCED and the Commission with a written description of its participation in the program and a sample request for advanced or broadband services form for use in the program.
Also attendant with the selection of Option 2 is a commitment to contribute to the Broadband Outreach and Aggregation Fund (“BOAF”) and the Education and Technology Fund (E-Fund).
  The Company shall be assessed by the Commission for contribution to the BOAF and the E-Fund an amount equal to 20% of the first year’s annual revenue effect of any rate increase permitted by the elimination or reduction of the PSM offset and placed into effect.  The contributions to the BOAF shall continue until the Company achieves 100% broadband availability.  The E-Fund shall continue until its termination on June 30, 2011.
  After the termination of the E-Fund, the maximum assessment for the BOAF shall be reduced from 20% to 10%.
As an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier,
 the Company also revised the Lifeline Program that it will offer to all qualifying customers.  Customers who subscribe to Lifeline will now be able to subscribe to any of the other eligible telecommunications services at the tariffed rates for these services.  The Company will inform new customers of Lifeline availability at the time they apply for new service.  Existing customers will be informed through bill inserts.
The Company also included in its amended Chapter 30 Plan a revised Competitive Services
 Deregulation Plan.  The amended Competitive Services Plan specified the procedure the Company will use to reclassify its protected or noncompetitive services as competitive.
  Competitive, noncompetitive and protected services remain regulated under the jurisdiction of the Commission and are subject to tariffs and/or price lists, consistent with any applicable laws and the provisions of Act 183.
The Company will be filing biennial network modernization plan reports to its amended Chapter 30 Plan in such form and detail as required by the Commission.  The reports will cover the periods ending December 31, 2006, 2008, 2010, 2012, and 2013.  The Company is directed to file the biennial reports by March 31 following the end of the reporting year.
Conclusion
Based on our review of the Company’s amended Chapter 30 Plan, it appears that the amended plan complies with the provisions of Act 183, P.L. 1398 (66 Pa. C.S. §§3011-3019) and, in particular, with the conditions attendant with its selection of Option 2 for rural ILECs.”  However, regardless of the review process, any provisions of the Company's filing subsequently deemed to be inconsistent with any provisions of Act 183 or other applicable law or determination shall be deemed inoperative and superseded; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:
1.
That the Petition for an Amended Alternative Regulation and Network Modernization Plan of ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. Telephone Company is hereby approved, as in compliance with Act 183 of 2004, P.L. 1398 (66 Pa. C.S. §§3011-3019), consistent with this Order.
2.
ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. will implement a Bona Fide Retail Request program in accordance with Act 183 no later than 90 days after the effective date of this supplement to its Network Modernization Plan (“NMP”).  No later than 30 days in advance of program implementation, ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. will file with the Commission and provide to the Department of Community and Economic Development (“DCED”) a written description of the program and samples of the forms to be used in the program.
3.
ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. will establish a Business Attraction or Retention Program as required by Act 183.  No later than 90 days after the effective date of this supplement to the NMP, ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. will designate a single point of contact to receive all written advanced or broadband service requests forwarded by the DCED, provide associated contact information to the DCED, and provide the DCED and the Commission with a written description of its participation in the program and a sample request for advanced or broadband services form for use in the program.
4.
That within thirty days of the entry of this Order, ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. is directed to file a tariff Supplement effective on 1-day’s notice, implementing its school discounts and waivers consistent with Act 183, P.L. 1398 (66 Pa. C.S. §3014(l)).
5.
ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. is directed to file its biennial NMP reports consistent with Act 183, P.L. 1398 (66 Pa. C.S. §3014(f)(1)) by March 31 following the end of the reporting years.

A copy of this Order shall be served on ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc., the Office of Small Business Advocate, and the Office of Consumer Advocate.

� The Price Stability Mechanism (“PSM”) is a formula which may be included in a carrier’s Commission approved alternative form of regulation plan that permits rates for noncompetitive services to be adjusted upward or downward.  The PSM includes an “inflation offset” that reduces the amount that the carrier can raise or lower rates.  The option and dates for 100% broadband availability that a carrier chooses determine the amount of the inflation offset.


� Section 251(c) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, 47 U.S.C. §251(c), provides for additional duties of ILECs regarding connection with competitors.  Specifically, this section provides for certain interconnection requirements, the offering of local exchange reseller service and unbundled network elements (UNEs), and the collocation of facilities.


� “Rural” is defined in section 3 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, 47 U.S.C. §153, and includes all non-Verizon Pennsylvania ILECs.


� The BFRR and BARP are described extensively in sections 3014(c) and (d).
