MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN JAMES H. CAWLEY 

Before us for disposition is the Initial Decision of ALJ Ky Van Nguyen in the matter of Kevin Tracy Bell v. Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW) regarding the form of payment on the Complainant’s account.  The sole issue raised by the Complainant was his request that a Secured Indemnity Fidelity Bond for $4,500.00 be considered as an authorized method of payment.
I agree with the ALJ that Kevin Tracy Bell’s Formal Complaint regarding the proposed method of payment should be dismissed.
