IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the Complaint of Stephen Sodl against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation at Docket No. C-20043409 is dismissed for failure to bear his burden of proof.

2.
That Stephen Sodl is hereby directed to pay PPL Electric Utilities Corporation on his billing due date his current bill plus $50.00 monthly on his arrearage until the balance due is liquidated. 

3.
That, as long as Stephen Sodl keeps the payment schedule stated in this order, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation is enjoined from suspending or terminating Mr. Sodl's electric service except for valid safety or emergency reasons.

4.
That, as long as Stephen Sodl keeps the payment schedule stated in this order, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation shall not assess late payment or finance charges against him.

5.
That, if Stephen Sodl fails to keep the payment schedule stated in this order, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation is authorized to suspend or terminate Mr. Sodl's electric service in accordance with the Commission's regulations in Chapter 56 of Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code.

That the record of Stephen Sodl versus PPL Electric Utilities Corporation at Docket No. C-20043409 shall be marked closed.
