On May 18, 2005, the Company filed the above-referenced and docketed filing, revising certain terms and conditions and rates for Dynamic T service.  In this instant filing, the company also proposed to offer the ADVANTAGE Power T II services.

Staff has reviewed the Company’s instant filing, and suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, in accordance with the applicable provisions of 52 Pa. Code, this filing has been permitted to become effective, by operation of law, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark this case closed.


However, this permission does not constitute a determination that this filing is just, lawful and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Furthermore, this permission is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against this filing.

In addition, Staff found that the Company has used the symbol (C) for a new service offering contained in the proposed Original Pages 9 through 13.  Therefore, for future filings, the company should only use the symbols required by 52 Pa. Code §53.22 for the modifications or revisions to the existing (currently effective) service(s).
