On August 31, 2005, Commonwealth Telephone Company filed Supplement No. 96 to Tariff Telephone Pa. PUC No. 24, to become effective on September 1, 2005, and withdraw Supplement No. 87 to Telephone Tariff PA PUC No. 23.  This filing proposes to comply with the Commission’s Order of August 25, 2005.
