Re: Interim Process for Qualification of Alternative Energy Systems

The Alternative Energy Portfolio Standards Act of 2004 (the “Act”), 73 P.S. §§ 1648.1 – 1648.8, measures compliance in quantities of alternative energy credits, each of which equal one megawatt hour of generation from a qualified alternative energy system.  The Commission issued a Secretarial Letter on December 20, 2005, establishing an interim process for qualifying alternative energy systems.  Attached to this Secretarial Letter was a list of facilities that the Commission had tentatively qualified as alternative energy systems consistent with 73 P.S. § 1648.2.  Parties were invited to submit revisions to the information on this list or to submit applications for facilities not included.
The Commission and the Department of Environmental Protection have completed a review of the applications that were submitted by January 16, 2006.  Attached to this Secretarial Letter is a list identifying all facilities that have been qualified as alternative energy systems for purposes of the Act.  Owners of these alternative energy systems are encouraged to register with PJM Environmental Information Systems, Inc.’s Generation Attribute Tracking System (“GATS”) by January 30, 2006, so that certificates may be created for 2005 generation output.

This interim process for the qualification of alternative energy systems will continue until the adoption of final standards by the Commission.  However, parties who do not meet the January 30, 2006, GATS registration deadline should be aware that they may lose the opportunity to obtain GATS certificates for their 2005 generation output.
Parties who disagree with a qualification determination may file a petition with the Commission pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.44(a).  Such petitions should be in writing, identify the requested relief, and be filed with the Secretary’s Bureau by February 24, 2006
