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On April 25, 2005, John M. Gera filed a Formal Complaint with the Commission against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation.   The Complainant alleged that (1) PPL has threatened to have him arrested if he removes a meter that he alleges is illegally located on his property, (2) PPL has trespassed on his property, (3) PPL facilities create a dangerous situation on his property, and (4) that PPL has failed to read his neighbor’s meter for two years.  
The ALJ sustained the complaint and ordered PPL to cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code and the Commission’s regulations (without specifying which of these had been violated).  The relief requested by Mr. Gera relating to matters (1) and (2) is beyond our jurisdiction.  Further, Mr. Gera is without standing to complain about PPL’s reading of his neighbor’s meter.  His complaint about the reasonableness of the location of his neighbors meter is properly before the Commission.  

After examining the record carefully, I must disagree with the ALJ’s conclusion that the company violated either our regulations or the Public Utility Code.  Under the circumstances as shown in the record PPL’s behavior was reasonable.  The record is devoid of evidence of unlawful conduct by PPL, which may explain why the Initial Decision is devoid of specific reference to the law or regulations violated.

For the above reasons, the complaint should be dismissed.   
THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The Initial Decision be modified consistent with this motion.

2. The Office of Special Assistants prepare an Order consistent with this Motion.
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
