OPINION AND ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:
Before the Commission for consideration is the Petition for Reconsideration filed by Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc. (Columbia) on March 3, 2006.  By this Petition, Columbia seeks reconsideration on certain issues determined by our Opinion and Order entered on February 17, 2006, at this docket.
