O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed November 8, 2005.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of February 11, 2006 with protests due by March 6, 2006.  No protests were filed and no hearings were held. The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.  

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



Richard Andrew Eberz, t/a EBZ Moving and Storage (applicant) seeks the initial right to transport household goods in use.  Applicant was first employed by a household goods carrier in 1988 and has been working in that field since that time.  His experience has given him a thorough knowledge of rules and regulations.   


Applicant’s facilities are located at 224 Hendricks Street, Ambler, Montgomery County.  The office is thoroughly equipped and communications consist of a land line telephone, as well as a cell phone. 


Upon approval and beginning operations, applicant will hire two full-time employees, with more being hired as needs dictate.  The initial starters have previous experience in the moving business.  Networking with realtors and various media will be used for advertisements.  


The applicant’s equipment currently consists of a 2000 International DT4700 truck. Additional equipment and vehicles may be leased as needed.  


In the description of his safety program, applicant states that all equipment will be maintained by certified mechanics.  DOT pre-trip inspections will be performed on all vehicles prior to dispatch.  Applicant will ensure that all new employees hired will be screened for good driving records.  All employees will be required to participate in random drug testing.  The applicant is also concerned for the safety of his employees and will conduct regular training.



The balance sheet of the applicant dated March 24, 2006 shows current assets of $10,000 and tangible assets of $21,000 for total assets of $31,000.  Applicant has no liabilities. The owner’s net worth is $31,000.


There is currently a Form H on file with the Commission as evidence of cargo insurance.  Applicant has means and is able to purchase bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.    


The application is supported by four parties.  The supporters represent a diversified area of the territory proposed in the application.  Since the application is unopposed, the submission of the four supporting statements is sufficient to establish public need.
After complete review of the record, we find:

1. The applicant has the experience, equipment and financial fitness to provide the proposed service.
2. The applicant has a current Form H on file with the Commission.

3. Approval of the unopposed application is necessary for the continued accommodation and convenience of the public:  THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:  That the unopposed application be and is hereby approved granting the following right:

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, household goods in use,  from points in the county of  Montgomery, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not provide any

Service granted in this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:



1.
Form E evidence of Bodily Injury and Property Damage 




Liability Insurance.


2.
A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above‑determined.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
