O R D E R 
BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed September 29, 2005.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of December 3, 2005 with protests due by December 27, 2005.  On December 22, 2005, a single protest was filed by Majesty Company, Inc.  On January 23, 2006, the protest was withdrawn based upon a Restrictive Amendment.   The case was referred back to the Bureau of Transportation and Safety on January 24, 2006, for processing under modified procedure.  No hearings were held.  Verified statements were due March 1, 2006.  On February 17, 2006, an extension until March 31, 2006, was granted in which to comply with the requested verified statements.  The verified statement of applicant and forty‑five (45) signatures and addresses were received on March 31, 2006.  The now unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing. 

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



Airport Limousine Service, Inc. (applicant) seeks the initial right to provide airport transfer service.  Applicant will conduct operations from its facilities located at 180 29th Street, Wheeling, West Virginia.  Applicant operates under a central dispatch procedure under which drivers and equipment are controlled from the above facility.  Applicant presently operates 20 vehicles which can be used to provide the service sought by this application. 


The application was protested by a single protestant, Majesty Company, Inc.  Said protest was withdrawn, subject to approval of a restrictive amendment which eliminated Westmoreland County from its authorized territory.  


Applicant provides intrastate service in West Virginia pursuant to authority from the West Virginia Public Service Commission and interstate service pursuant to the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration.  Kevin Dorsey is the President and owner of Airport Limousine Service, Inc.  


Applicant’s most current balance sheet dated December 31, 2005, shows total current assets of $55,591, total assets of $224,286, total liabilities of $215,314, and a net worth of $8,972.  The assets include vehicles valued at $273,850.  For the year ended December 31, 2005, the applicant generated $776,443 in revenue and had net income of $78,120.  



Applicant maintains a safety program which includes safety meetings and administering the compliance by its employees with applicable safety regulations.  Applicant stresses the importance of safety of operations to its employees.  



Applicant has presented support in the form of supporting statements of forty‑five parties residing in Greene, Washington, Fayette, Westmoreland and Somerset Counties. The service will be utilized to transport persons from points in the authorized territory to the Pittsburgh International Airport.  



After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. Applicant seeks the initial right to provide airport transfer service.  A single protest was filed by Majesty Company, Inc.  Said protest was withdrawn on January 23, 2006, subject to approval of a restrictive amendment.  
2. Applicant is supported by forty‑five (45) parties.

3. Applicant has the equipment, ability and fitness necessary to render the            service.

4. The evidence of record is sufficient to establish necessity for the service.

5. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE, 



IT IS ORDERED:


That the application be and is hereby approved, as amended, granting the following right:  
To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons in airport transfer service, from points in the counties of Washington, Fayette, Somerset and Greene, to the Pittsburgh International Airport, located in the County of Allegheny.  


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:



1.  Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.

2. A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.

3. A description of the vehicle(s) to be used in airport transfer service.  The description must include the Make, Model, year, VIN and Mileage of each vehicle.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above determined.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
