BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed February 1, 2006.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of April 8, 2006 with protests due by May 1, 2006.  No protests were filed and no hearings were held.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



Richard Breski, Jr., t/a Good Fellas Limousine Service (applicant) seeks to commence providing statewide limousine service by acquiring through transfer the limousine right held by Esquire Limousine, Inc.  The principal place of business is located at 1020 Church Street, Steelton, Dauphin County, Pennsylvania.


Mr. Richard Breski is the sole owner of Good Fellas Limousine Service.  He worked for Villa Limousine for over a year and subsequently worked for A Touch of Class Limousine for a total of 16 years.  His responsibilities included booking reservations and driving limousines.  


Applicant presently owns two limousines – a 1996 Lincoln and a 1997 Lincoln Krystal Coach.  Photos submitted by applicant show both vehicles to be in excellent condition and therefore, a vehicle list will not be required.  Vehicles will be stored, repaired and dispatched from a facility at 8001 Grayson Road, Harrisburg, Swatara Township, Pennsylvania and inspected twice a year by a certified inspection station.  Routine maintenance and under car inspection is completed every 3,000 miles.  Before any trip, a visual inspection of lights, wipers and tires will be performed.  Applicant plans on hiring part-time drivers and prior to employment, a driver history check will be performed, including license and driving record checks.  Applicant’s insurance company will also perform a criminal background check and annual DMV check for violations.  Drivers will maintain contact with the office by use of cellular phones.



Mr. Breski plans to advertise through the yellow pages and at bridal shows and other promotional shows.  Reservations will be taken via landline phone.




The balance sheet of the applicant dated September 9, 2005 shows total assets of $175,000, total liabilities of $8,000, and a net worth of $167,000.  Applicant shows a total of $6,000 in cash, which should be sufficient to purchase the necessary insurance.  


A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.


Act 94 of 2004 transferred regulatory oversight of Philadelphia medallion taxicabs and various other types of passenger carriers serving Philadelphia from this Commission to the Philadelphia Parking Authority.  Act 94 was effective on April 10, 2005.  The applicant has applied for authority, part of which now falls under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.  The Commission does not have jurisdiction to approve that part of the applicant’s requested authority that includes service now regulated by the Philadelphia Parking Authority.  Therefore, only the service regulated by the Commission is approved.  The applicant must apply with the Philadelphia Parking Authority to provide service between points in Philadelphia, and from any airport, railroad station or hotel located in whole or in part in Philadelphia.
After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. Applicant is fit, willing and able to provide the service proposed.
2. Transfer of the authority is in the public interest and is necessary for the continued accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be and is hereby approved and that a certificate be issued granting the following right:  

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons, in limousine service, between points in Pennsylvania, excluding service between points in Allegheny County and services under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.
subject to the following general conditions:

1.
That the operating authority granted herein, or now held, or subsequently granted to the applicant to the extent that it is duplicative, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.

2.
That the approval hereby given is not to be understood as committing the Commission, in any proceedings that may be brought before it for any purpose, to fix a valuation on the property and/or right(s) to be acquired by applicant from the present certificate holder equal to the consideration to be paid therefore, or equal to any value that may be placed thereon by applicant, or to approve or prescribe rates sufficient to yield a return thereon.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:


1.
Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.


2.
A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements above set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above-determined.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with this order, the right granted the transferor, Esquire Limousine, Inc. at A-00107598, F. 1 and F. 1, Am-A be canceled and the record marked closed.
