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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


By this Application filed on July 5, 2006, Pennsylvania-American Water Company (“PAWC”), 800 West Hersheypark Drive, Hershey, PA 17033 seeks approval of the right to offer, render, furnish, or supply wastewater service to the public in portions of Highland Township, Chester County, Pennsylvania.
Proper proofs of service and publication were submitted by PAWC.  No protests were filed and no hearings were held.      


PAWC is a regulated public utility, duly organized and existing under the laws of Pennsylvania and engaged in the business of collecting and treating wastewater.  PAWC currently furnishes wastewater service to more than 14,000 customer accounts in portions of Chester and Monroe Counties.

This Application involves providing wastewater service to a single individual residential tract that cannot attain acceptable percolation.  On 
October 12, 2004, the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Highland adopted Resolution No. 2004, amending its Act 537 Plan, enabling PAWC to extend a wastewater line to this individual.  The wastewater connection will consist of 1,750 feet of main and related appurtenances.  The total cost of this extension will be $76,000; of which, the Applicant will pay $50,000 and the home owner will pay $26,000.  The home owner will drill a private well for potable water supply.

No additional capital will be required by PAWC and installation will be completed under PAWC’s current tariff rules regarding main extensions.

PAWC will adopt and apply its existing rates contained in its Coatesville Wastewater Tariff.  Currently, an unmetered residential customer’s annual wastewater bill is $148.00.  PAWC will be ordered to file a Tariff Supplement to accommodate this new area.

The Department of Environmental Protection (“DEP”) reported that it has no objections to this project.
Based upon the facts that PAWC will expand their service territory to a customer in compliance with our regulations, that the economies of scale of an expanded customer base has a beneficial effect on existing customers, and that PAWC will be meeting the needs of this new customer without detriment to its existing customers, the Commission finds that the granting of PAWC’s Application for extension of service 
territory is necessary or proper for the service, accommodation, convenience, or safety of the public; THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:

1.  That the Application of Pennsylvania-American Water Company at Docket No. A-230073F0011 is hereby approved.


2.  That a Certificate of Public Convenience be issued pursuant to 
Section 1102(a)(1) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. § 1102(a)(1) authorizing Pennsylvania-American Water Company the right to begin to offer or furnish wastewater service to the public in a portion of Highland Township, Chester County, as shown on Exhibits B-1 and B-2 in the Application.

3.  That Pennsylvania-American Water Company shall submit within ten days a tariff or tariff supplement reflecting the additional service territory granted herein.


4.   That a copy of this Order be served upon the Applicant, the Office of Trial Staff, the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, and the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast Water Management Field Operations and Central Office - Bureau of Regulatory Counsel.

5.  That the record at A-230073F0011 be marked closed following the completion of the directives contained in Ordering Paragraph No. 3.
