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Before us for consideration is the Initial Decision in the matter of BST Foods, LLC v. PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL).  The Initial Decision dismisses the complaint sua sponte because the Chief Administrative Law Judge could not conclude that a person authorized to act on behalf of BST Foods, LLC, filed the complaint.
A careful review of the record leads to the conclusion that the complaint should proceed to hearing.  While it is unclear whether the person who signed the complaint is a bona fide corporate officer, neither our current formal complaint instructions nor our formal complaint form stipulates that the person signing a complaint on behalf of a corporation must be a bona fide corporate officer. Further, PPL raised no objection to the status of the person who signed the formal complaint.  Therefore, this matter should be remanded to the Office of Administrative Law Judges for the scheduling of a hearing.( 
Therefore, I move that:

1. The Initial Decision be reversed consistent with this motion.

2. This case be remanded to the OALJ for a hearing and a decision.

3. The Office of Special Assistants prepare the appropriate Opinion and Order consistent with this motion.
