THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the complaint of Frank P. Rezzetano, Jr., against Duquesne Light Company, at Docket No. C-20054997, is sustained, to the limited extent set forth below, and dismissed, in all other respects, for the failure to satisfy the burden of proof.

That, at such time as Frank P. Rezzetano, Jr., to note on said application a Personal Identification Number (PIN).

Rezzetano, Jr., to use that PIN as verification of his identity in any future telephonic requests for the initiation or discontinuance of electric service at any property in the name of Frank P. Rezzetano, Jr.
