points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa; which is to be a transfer of all of the rights authorized under the certificate issued at A-00113767, issued to Town and 

Country Van Line, Inc., a corporation of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, subject to the same limitations and conditions.

O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed September 25, 2006.  The application was docketed October 4, 2006.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of October 21, 2006, with protests due on or before November 13, 2006.  No protests were filed.

By letter dated November 22, 2006, the applicant was requested to file a 

verified statement, which was due on or before December 22, 2006.  By letter dated December 26, 2006, the applicant was granted a 30 day extension to January 26, 2007, to file its verified statement.  The applicant’s verified statement was received January 10, 2007.  The application is now certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.  The record consists of the verified information submitted on behalf of the applicant.

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



By the instant application Genco Enterprise, LLC., t/d/b/a Town & Country Moving & Storage, a Delaware Limited Liability Company (Applicant or Buyer), seeks to acquire by purchase and transfer to it all of the household goods in use rights of Town and Country Van Line, Inc. (Transferor or Seller).  



Genco Enterprise, LLC was organized February 15, 2006.  Its members are David M. Fusina and Michael T. DelFra.  Both individuals have extensive business experience.  Mr. DelFra has transportation experience having managed a truck fleet serving five Mid-Atlantic States.  Both Mr. Fusina and Mr. DelFra have solid backgrounds in customer relations.

   
Applicant will operate from 612 Jeffers Circle, Exton, Chester County.  This facility has 15,000 square feet of storage space with 800 square feet devoted to office space.  The office is fully equipped with computers, fax machine and integrated phone system.  Customers can reach the applicant via an 800 telephone number.  Contact is maintained with drivers via cell phones.  It is expected four full time office staff, four to six drivers and ten part time employees will be used to conduct business.  Four trucks, one tractor and four trailers are in the company’s fleet.    Vehicles will be subject to pre-trip and post trip inspections.  A local garage will provide periodic inspections and routine maintenance and repair. Drivers will be trained and required to provide service in accordance with the rules and regulations of the Commission.  They will be required to obtain a medical card and pass a drug test.  The company has a zero tolerance policy for drug and alcohol use and will be grounds for termination.   



As of May 31, 2006, Genco Enterprise, LLC, reports total current assets of $103,029.22, total assets of $1,194,827.97, total current liabilities of $3,290.16 and total liabilities of $955,525.16 for total equity of $239,347.81.  


In consideration of all of the foregoing, it is our conclusion that Genco Enterprise, LLC, possess the requisite resources and financial capacity to provide the proposed service under the rights to transfer. 



We advise the applicant of its obligation to familiarize itself with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this grant of authority.  Failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of authority.  Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code may be accessed on the World Wide Web at www.pacode.com. 

After complete review of the record, we find:
1. The Applicant is fit, willing and able to provide the service proposed.

2.
Transfer of the authority is in the public interest and is necessary 

for the continued accommodation and convenience of the public:  THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:  That the transfer application be and is hereby 
approved and that a certificate be issued granting the following rights:



To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, house hold goods in 

use:
(1) between points in the counties of Philadelphia, Delaware,  Chester,    Montgomery and Bucks, included within a line which connects the municipal boundaries of Chester, West Chester, Paoli, Norristown, 

Doylestown and Morrisville, but not including said places; 

(2) from points in the counties of Philadelphia, Delaware, Chester, Montgomery and Bucks, included within a line which connects the municipal boundaries of Chester, West Chester, Paoli, Norristown, Doylestown and Morrisville, but not including said places, to other 

points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa; 

(3) for the United States Department of Defense, between points in the 

counties of Lehigh, Bucks, Chester, Montgomery, Delaware and Northampton, and within an airline distance of twenty-five (25) statute miles of the limits thereof, and from points in said territory, to points in 

Pennsylvania, and vice versa; 

(4) between points in the county of Chester, and from points in said county, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa. 


Subject to the following general conditions:

1. That the operating authority granted herein, or now held, or subsequently granted to the applicant to the extent that it is duplicative, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.

2. That the approval hereby given is not to be understood as committing the Commission, in any proceeding that may be brought before it for any purpose, to fix a valuation on the property and/or right(s) to be acquired by applicant from the present certificate holder equal to the consideration paid therefore, or equal to any value that may be placed thereon by applicant, or to approve or prescribe rates sufficient to yield a return thereon.  

3. That the certificate holder shall not transfer, sell or in any way convey any of its outstanding capital stock to any individual, partnership, corporation or and other entity, without the prior filing of an application and approval thereof by the Commission under Section 1102(a) (3) of Title 66, PA C.S.A.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not 
engage in any transportation granted in this application until the following is submitted to the Commission:
1. Form E, as evidence of Bodily Injury and Property Damage Liability

Insurance.

2.  Form H, as evidence of cargo liability insurance.

3.  A tariff establish just and reasonable rates.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the 
requirements above set forth, a certificate issue evidencing the Commission’s approval of the right to operate as determined above.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, 
on or before sixty (60) days for the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That if applicant does not currently hold a satisfactory safety rating from the U.S. Department of Transportation or another state with safety regulations comparable to Pennsylvania, the applicant shall demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review which will be scheduled by a PUC Enforcement Officer within 180 days of the date the certificate of public convenience is issued.  Failure to submit to the Safety Fitness Review and obtain a satisfactory safety rating shall result in suspension of operating rights and cancellation of the certificate of public convenience.

  

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with this order, the rights granted the transferor, Town and Country Van Line, Inc., at      A-00113767 shall be canceled and the record shall be marked closed.
