The above Application, dated as February 1, 2007, contains major deficiencies in its proposed tariff as noted below.  As such, the provisional authority previously granted to Voxnet, LLC to operate as a competitive local exchange carrier in the Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. service area is hereby revoked.  As noted in our previous letter dated February 12, 2007, provisional authority is not granted in the United Telephone Company of Pennsylvania service areas.  



Deficiencies in proposed tariff:

· absence of monthly and nonrecurring rates

· absence of exchange listing where the company plans to operate

· absence of local calling areas for the operating exchanges; refer to our website at http://www.puc.state.pa.us/telecom/docs/Application-Local_Calling_Areas.doc for the local calling areas of Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. and Embarq Pennsylvania.  



In addition, the Application and proposed tariff are inconsistent.  Item 13 within the Application indicates that the Company will serve large businesses initially, with the possibility of expanding to medium and small business customers in the future.  However, the tariff repeatedly cites 52 Pa. Code §64 sections that apply only to residential service offerings.  In addition, the Company includes Lifeline and Link-Up services as residential offerings in its proposed tariff.  The Company needs to either amend the Application or revise the proposed tariff to remove this inconsistency.  
Failure to correct said deficiencies within 20 days of the above date will result in Voxnet, LLC’s application being returned as unfiled.
