Re:  Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission v. PPL Electric Utilities Corporation

Dear Mr. Russell:


On August 4, 2006 the Commonwealth Court handed down an opinion which reversed, in part, vacated, in part, and affirmed, in part, the Commission's decision in this docket granting a requested increase in rates for PPL Electric Utilities Corp.  Lloyd v. Pa. Public Utility Commission, 904 A.2d 1010 (Pa. Cmwlth. 2006).  After the Pennsylvania Supreme Court declined to hear appeals of that decision, the Commission issued an order in this docket on February 8, 2007 in which the Commission directed PPL to file a plan within 30 days whereby it would cease collection of certain storm damage expense and to refund the money it had already collected.


PPL has now filed a motion in which it asks the Commission to remand consideration of the refund plan to the proceeding already before an administrative law judge to address the court's action with respect to PPL's rate structure.  PPL also asks the Commission to consider this motion at our Public Meeting of March 22, 2007.  In order that the Commission may be able to consider the motion at that meeting, PPL requests that the period of time for responses to its motion be shorten to 10 days from 15 days.


The public interest will be served by expedited consideration of this motion.  Therefore, responses to the motion to remand the refund program must be filed no later than March 19, 2007.  Those who file responses should also serve copies upon Lawrence F. Barth, Assistant Counsel, in the Commission's Law Bureau.
