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STATEMENT OF CHAIRMAN WENDELL F. HOLLAND

While I support the majority decision in this matter I must remind PECO Energy Company (PECO) of a representation made to this Commission by one of its attorneys.  In an e-mail to the Commission that attorney stated, in salient part, “The only issue raised was by [name omitted]. She asked me to confirm that, if PECO enters into a long-month payment arrangement [sic] for any customer who needs extra time to pay a long-month bill, PECO will not consider such an arrangement to be a Chapter 14 payment arrangement. I confirmed that to her. In other words, a customer who gets a payment arrangement under the terms of this Petition will not use or lose any Chapter 14 rights.”


Further it has also been represented to the Commission that PECO has formalized its position regarding Chapter 14 in a letter to the OCA and that PECO intends to file a copy of that letter with the Commission.  I look forward to the Commission’s receipt of that letter. 


Certainly I expect, and have no reason to doubt, that PECO will honor its position regarding chapter 14 payment arrangements. 
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
