On December 17, 1999, the Commission issued a license at Docket         No. A-125050, authorizing MxEnergy.com Inc. d/b/a MxEnergy (MxEnergy), the right to begin to offer, render, furnish, or supply natural gas supply services to residential, commercial and governmental customers in the service territories of Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc., The Peoples Natural Gas Company and Equitable Gas Company, within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  

The license was granted contingent upon MxEnergy submitting documentation to the Commission to evidence its compliance with the Section 2208(c) bonding requirement for each of the natural gas distribution companies (NGDC), within 30 days of the completion of the restructuring proceedings for each of the NGDCs.  MxEnergy has only provided the required documentation for Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc.

On September 6, 2006, MxEnergy filed a request to amend its license to provide natural gas supplier services in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to include the additional service territories of UGI Utilities, Inc., PECO Energy Company and PPL Gas Utilities Corporation.

On July 18, 2007, MxEnergy withdraw its September 6, 2006 request to amend its license.  MxEnergy also requested that the Commission remove both Equitable Gas Company and The Peoples Natural Gas Company from its license.

Therefore, the Commission approves, by this Secretarial Letter, the modification of MxEnergy’s license to authorize it to provide natural gas supply services to residential, commercial and governmental customers only in the service territory of Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc., within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
