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O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:  

We adopt as our action the Recommended Decision of Administrative Law Judge Kandace F. Melillo dated September 4, 2007; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:  



1.
That the Joint Settlement Petition submitted by Verizon Pennsylvania Inc., Verizon North Inc., the Office of Trial Staff, the Office of Consumer Advocate, and the Office of Small Business Advocate, at Docket Nos. R-00061914, P-00001854F1000, R‑00061914C0001, R-00061915, P-00930715F1000, and R-00061915C000, including all terms and conditions thereof, is hereby approved.



2.
That Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. and Verizon North Inc. shall roll all rate revisions and refund true-ups related to removal of attribution revenue from the 2007 Price Change Opportunity filings into the 2008 Price Change Opportunity filings, consistent with the Joint Settlement Petition. 



3.
That Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. and Verizon North Inc. shall roll all rate revisions and refund true-ups related to use of actual historical basic dial tone service line counts as of March 31, 2006 for their 2007 Price Change Opportunity filings into the 2008 Price Change Opportunity Filings, consistent with the Joint Settlement Petition. 



4.
That no alterations to the intercompany settlement line items in the 2007 Price Change Opportunity filings of Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. and Verizon North Inc. are required.



5.
That Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. shall, on or before November 1, 2007, file a proposal with the Commission to implement, as a one-time credit, the negative $1,610,536 cumulative net value in its bank, consistent with the Joint Settlement Petition.



6.
That Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. and Verizon North Inc.’s use of April 1, 2005 – March 31, 2006 for the 2007 Price Change Opportunity filings shall not be altered and that Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. and Verizon North Inc. shall use the April 1-March 31 time period in their 2008 Price Change Opportunity filings, and shall use that time period in future filings, unless and until Chapter 30 Plan language designating another time period is approved by the Commission, consistent with the Joint Settlement Petition.



7.
That Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. and Verizon North Statements No. 1.0 (Exhibit A to the Joint Settlement Petition) and 1.1 (Exhibit B to the Joint Settlement Petition), and the Office of Small Business Advocate Statement No. 1 (Exhibit C to the Joint Settlement Petition) and Exhibit H to the Settlement Petition be admitted into the record of this proceeding.


8.
That the Formal Complaints of the Office of Small Business Advocate at R-00061914C0001 and R-00061915C0001 are withdrawn and marked closed, consistent with the terms and conditions of the Joint Settlement Petition.



9.
That the Commission investigation Docket Nos. R-00061914, P‑00001854F1000, R-00061915, and P-00930715F1000 is terminated and marked closed.
