Supplement No. 33 to Electric – Pa. P.U.C. No. 14

Rider B – Net Metering
Dear Ms. Polacek:


On October 3, 2007, Citizens’ Electric Company of Lewisburg (Citizens’) filed Supplement No. 33 to Electric – Pa. P.U.C. No. 14, to become effective retroactive to July 17, 2007.  The filing contains revised rules for Customers with installed qualifying customer-owned generation using a net metering system.  The proposed language modifies the current tariff Rider B – Net Metering.


The current tariff Rider B was filed in response to the final form net metering rule that was legally effective upon publication by the Pennsylvania Bulletin on December 16, 2006.  This rule implemented sections of the Alternative Energy Portfolio Standards (AEPS) Act of 2004.  The rule provided that electric distribution companies (EDCs) were to revise their tariffs consistent with the regulation. 52 Pa. Code § 75.13(b).  The Commission approved Citizens’ revised tariff by Secretarial Letter dated April 9, 2007, at Docket No. R-00072133. 


Subsequently, a number of provisions of the AEPS Act of 2004 were amended by Act 35 of 2007, signed into law July 17, 2007.  This filing is submitted in compliance with the Commission’s Secretarial Letter dated July 26, 2007, “Re: Implementation of Act 35 of 2007; Net Metering and Interconnection Docket Nos. M-00051865, L-00050174 and L-00050175”, as directed by the Motion of Commissioner Pizzingrilli, July 25, 2007 Public Meeting.


The Secretarial Letter directed EDCs to work cooperatively with the Commission to develop the necessary tariff revisions to conform to the legislative changes and to apply the new compensation standard for net metering customers beginning with the first full billing period after the effective date of Act 35 (July 17, 2007), regardless of when the actual tariff revisions are filed and approved.


Section 1308(a) of the Public Utility Code 66 Pa. C.S. §1308(a) states that “…no public utility shall make any change in any existing and duly established rate, except after 60 days’ notice to the 

commission.”  However, it further states that the “Commission, for good cause shown, may allow changes in rates, without requiring the 60 days’ notice, under such conditions as it may prescribe.”


Supplement No. 33 appears to have been submitted in compliance with the Commission’s July 26, 2007 Secretarial Letter and the uniform net metering tariff language developed by the EDCs and the Commission.  Upon review, Citizens’ filing does not appear to be unjust, unlawful, unreasonable, or contrary to the public interest.  Therefore, we approve the proposed Supplement No. 33 and permit it to become effective retroactively to July 17, 2007, on less than the 60 days’ notice requirement of Section 1308(a) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1308(a).  However, the approval does not constitute a determination that this filing is just, lawful, and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.


If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §5.44, file a petition with the Commission within 10 days of the date of this letter.
