-Conversation about user preference; file types, output, input
-SU-MR is starting point, with screen entry & files

-STS will be considered after the min. req.’s have been met

-Industry interest for STS was expressed due to ability to better handle high volumes

-STS would be an option not a requirement

-security, file types would be addressed in doc. 

· WPWG Solution Framework Technical Blueprint
-diagram on pg 11 overall progress; what is best way to tackle this

-Kara (Champion): STS in ideal end state, SU-MR has to be implemented first

-Ed (Constellation):  pro building manual user interface, but not end state

-Some industry participants mentioned need to talk to EDI folks, will have response/opinion by next meeting. 

-Goal is to “mimic” EDI transactions on web portal.

-Possibility of EDC “stopping” EDI transactions in future but not now.

· March 2014 Deadline
Brandon (Intelometry)- Stressed time constraint, mentioned that EDI is not being replaced, underlined that STS is more  complex and it will take considerable time to finalize it. At this time same info is available through EDI and the web portal.
