In the 814, add 'Detail' as a valid value for the REF02 when REF01 = 17.

Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

Per earlier EDEWG consensus, Duquesne currently responds to successful 814 enrollments for interval accounts with an 814 enrollment response containing REF*17*DETAIL in the LIN loop.  

The IG814Ev2-4 does not list 'Detail' as a valid value for the REF02.  Again, per earlier EDEWG discussion, suppliers had asked for a response that would tell them they had enrolled an interval account.

Duquesne proposes a change control to add 'Detail' as a valid value for the REF02, and would like to add this as an agenda item to Thursday's call.

EDEWG Discussion and Resolution:

· During prior discussions, some suppliers had requested the ability to know if an account was an interval account  via the 814 Enrollment Response. It had been agreed that Duquesne could include the REF*17*DETAIL to indicate an account would have interval detail. Duquesne implemented this logic, but the Implementation Guide was not updated. Duquesne questioned whether we should update the Implementation Guide.

· Since suppliers can get this information from the type of metering (REF*MT), many parties felt this was redundant.

· It was agreed that this logic is not needed, and Duquesne has agreed to remove the REF*17*DETAIL from the Enrollment Response.
