Dear Mr. Weigel:

On June 6, 2008 Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. made its revised 2008 PCO filing in accordance with the Commission Opinion and Order entered May 27, 2008 at R-00051228. Included in this filing were proposed tariff changes to Tariff Telephone Pa. P.U.C. Nos. 180A, 182, 182A, 185B, 185C and 500. Each of these revisions carried an effective date of October 1, 2008. 
On July 30, 2008, a Joint Settlement Petition regarding issues raised in the 2008 PCO filing was filed by Verizon PA, OSBA, OTS and OCA. On September 25, 2008, the Commission adopted the recommended decision of the Office of Administrative Law Judge approving this Joint Settlement Agreement. 
Commission Staff reviewed the tariff revisions, referenced above. Staff has found them to be in agreement with the ALJ’s recommended decision and suspension or further investigation does not appear warranted at this time.  Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa. Code, the tariff revisions are effective by operation of law according to the effective dates contained on each page, and the case will be closed.  However, this does not constitute a determination that the revisions are just, lawful, and reasonable, but only that suspension or further investigation does not appear warranted at this time, and is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against said tariff revisions.

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §5.44, file a petition with the Commission within 20 days of the date of this letter.
